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The year’s most significant development was the vote of confidence from our
largest funder, the Musicians Benevolent Fund, when it agreed to support our
new Health Promotion in Music project with £190,000 additional funding over
the next three years. This will finance an ambitious educational project, a
complete website redesign and new marketing and health-promotion
materials.

The website will be transformed into a practical information resource, enabling
performers and practitioners to consult our Practitioners Directory online,
download information, advice, articles, research reviews etc, find out
performing-arts medicine news; and, eventually, to use interactive health-
promotion programmes. Supporters will also be able to assist BAPAM via an
online donation facility. 

Our new health-promotion project will be the first-ever national provision
focusing on injury/illness prevention and management by performing artists.
We aim to build strong working partnerships with third-level music and health
education providers, to develop a comprehensive portfolio of high quality
‘healthy musician’ information and education materials, and to roll these out
nationally. There will also be a parallel programme to develop health-
practitioner expertise in performing arts medicine.

WHAT’S NEW IN 2005

We celebrated our 21st birthday with a very successful
concert at LSO St Luke's. Imogen Cooper gave a
magnificent performance of Haydn’s Piano Sonata in C
Major Hob XVI/50 and Schumann’s Kreisleriana Opus
16 and the English Piano Trio performed their medley,
Haydn in London, with actor Roger Ringrose reading
from Haydn's diaries, letters and other historical
accounts. The evening concluded with a wine
reception in St Luke’s crypt. BAPAM says a huge
‘thank you’, to the performers who donated their
services, and to everyone who attended the event
and helped us raise over £10,000 in ticket sales,
donations and recruitment of new Friends.

PUBLICATIONS
Our 2005 journal contained articles on understanding the voice, a scientific
approach to movement, hand therapy, and the UK’s second national inquiry
into dancers’ health. BAPAM also agreed to be expert adviser on forthcoming
publications abut healthy practice for musicians, produced by the Guildhall
School of Music and Drama and the Royal College of Music.
